	1. Introduction of university (location, transportation, environment)
- location

Since Hualien is in the middle of Taiwan, it arrives via Taipei. First of all, you have to take the train from the airport to Taipei and change to the train to Hualien. It takes about 5 hours to get on a regular train, but it takes about 2 hours to get on the express train called Puyuma.

- Transportation

The train to Hualien is introduced above, and we will show you how to get to the city from school. The school is located on the outsides of the city, and you have to take a bus or train to get to the city. When you get on the bus, take 301 at the fixed time in front of the library building and get off at Zhongshan Road, and you will arrive in Hualien city. When you use the train, you can go to the back door of the school and take a local train at zhixue station, and get off the station and get to the city in about 15 minutes.

- Environment

Donghua University has many restaurants and marts at the back door. After pick-up, buddies will guide you to the mart, but I recommend purchasing commodities in the city because there are many cheaper and more varied products in the city.

Also, because Donghwa University is the largest university in Taiwan, it is difficult to move without a bicycle or a motorcycle, and there are many worms because the natural environment is well preserved. It is recommended to wear long pants no matter how hot you are, and be careful of bed bug or Xiaoheione.

In addition, Taiwan is an area with many earthquakes and can experience an earthquake about on a month. Because earthquakes with frequent shaking buildings are frequent, you should know how to evacuate when an earthquake occurs.

2. Curriculum 

When it is time to register for the course, you will be enrolled through the link attached to the course registration email. DONGHWA UNIVERSITY There is no Chinese language curriculum set up at Donghwa University. If you want to focus on Chinese, we recommend a Chinese language program at the Chinese language center. Tuition is about 300,000 won. If you take this class, maybe you can only apply for afternoon class.

You can take the course without regard to the department, and since you can take a course correction for about one month after the registration period, you can attend the class and modify it according to your level. If you exceed the number of attendees, please contact the professor.

3. Class contents (class schedule, curriculum, etc.)

Donghwa University’s exchange students do not need Chinese language program because there are many students from Mainland China. Chinese classes are not as diverse as that, but they may be difficult because there is no intermediate level. You are not very good at Chinese, I recommend you Mandarin Chinese classes. Also, since Donghwa University has a lot of physical education classes, it is highly recommended to listen to about 2 physical education classes. Yoga classes, kayak classes, and swimming classes are particularly difficult to learn at Korean universities, so it is good to learn once.

4. Other matters (Impressions)

Donghwa University is the largest university in Taiwan, so it has a very beautiful campus, many natural scenery and rare animals. Just looking around the school makes you feel better. In addition, the fact that you can listen to the subjects you want to hear regardless of the department is also a good education course to acquire various knowledge. At Donghwa University, I taught Chinese to foreigners, learned bicycles, and learned sailing. In addition, I have tried things I have never experienced in Korea. These experiences will be a new turning point in my life. 

Taiwan is so beautiful and has many interesting places to visit, so it's a good idea to travel once a month. Taipei, Kaohsiung, Kending and many other places.
